A dedicated group of volunteers sort and 

categorize donated books.  Information about 

each book is entered into a database and the 

books are numbered and shelved.  A new list 

of available books is published periodically and 

hundreds of envelopes are prepared for 

mailing to inmates and chaplains.  As the book 

orders  are received from the inmates, the fun 

begins as volunteers prepare the books for 

mailing.

Gridley, Illinois  area sensed God leading 

them to collect used Christian books and 

Bibles to send free of charge to inmates in 

correctional facilities throughout Illinois.  

From these humble beginnings where 

books were stored in homes, a library has 

found a home in Normal, Illinois.  Providing 

opportunities for spiritual growth 

continues to be the focus. 

Working in cooperation with the Salem 

Church, the Ministry offers a Bible 

correspondence course. Completed lessons 

are mailed back to volunteers who review 

and provide comments on course work. 

Inmates who complete the extensive 

correspondence course receive a 

certificate.
